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Length of Paper:  2 pages + bibliography page

References:  Minimum of 2
TOPIC CHOICES:

HEALTH ISSUES:  AIDS, Malaria, Famine.

(Include groups that help fight these issues)
ECONOMIC ISSUES:  Poverty, Economic Growth.

(Include Southern African Development Community (SADC), and Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAS).  You’ll want to explain how these groups help the economy)
ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES:  Desertification, deforestation, pollution, drought, oil spills, issues with the Aswan High Dam, Madagascar problems.

(Include groups that set policies for protecting African’s environment)

CIVIL WAR AND ETHNIC ISSUES: Rwanda, Congo Wars, Darfur Crisis

(You’ll want to include in your research:  Pan-Africanism, The African Union)
CONDUCTING Research:

In selecting your topic, it is best that you choose ONE of the issues mentioned and research it in depth.  If you begin your search and have difficulty finding information, choose another topic. Broad topics such as poverty you may have to limit to the “three most impoverished countries in Africa”, for instance. Or write about the most profound incidence of famine.
Again, it is wise to choose Cobb Virtual Library resources.  “Googling” may pull up some good sights, and that is fine if you find that useful…BUT, you may discover scholarly papers written that are too lengthy and difficult to read.  

When searching, also use data that is NO MORE than 2 years old.  Things change.  You may want to compare current information with old information to gain a better perspective of the issue you are researching.  

Use the Bloom’s Organizer to get started!!  You may need to “adjust” some of the questions.  I tried to get you started but it may not apply to all topics.  See me if you have trouble!
