Bill of Rights Project
Your assignment is to create a booklet on the Bill of Rights. This booklet will count as 100 points. Read the directions carefully.

Booklet Requirements:

1. Cover Page- 5 Points

You must have a cover page that is colorful and decorative. You can decide on the title of your booklet, but it must include “Bill of Rights.” Also, on the cover page put your name, class period, and due date in the BOTTOM RIGHT-HAND CORNER.
2. Introduction Page- 10 Points

Write or type a description of our government making sure you mention the U.S. Constitution. You could include the structure and principles of the U.S. government. Also, tell how the Bill of Rights originated, and explain the significance of the Bill of Rights. 

3. Rank the Amendments- 5 points

List the 5 amendments that you feel are the most important. List the number of the amendment and a brief description. Rank them from most important to least important. Include an explanation of why you feel they are important.

4. Everyday situations- 15 Points EACH
You must have 5 pages entitled “Everyday Situations: Applying the Bill of Rights.”  On each page, you must find a current news article (no older than 6 months anywhere in the United States) that is an example of one of the first ten amendments. You can include pictures on these pages as well. You must explain how the article is an example of the specific amendment. 
 5. Neatness- 5 Points

Your booklet must be neat and in order, according to your table of contents. It is a recommend that you type your project but not necessary. DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE DAY IT IS DUE AND TRY TO DO IT IN HOMEROOM. Also, your project must be complete when you come to class on the due date.
