

Directions:
· On each face of the cube, complete one of the following Bloom’s Taxonomy Activities in each section that address different parts of Bloom’s Taxonomy until all sections have been completed. Do not write outside of the perforated edges. (ex. Under Knowledge, do either #1 or  #2; put that number and the word Knowledge at the top of the cube face.)
· For the lid face, be sure to situate the paper so that the top of the cube face (not the flap) is the perforated edge that connects to the other cube faces.

· Be creative and use color.

· Fold the tabs at the dotted fold lines and create your cube.

Bloom’s Taxonomy Activities (do each numbered direction on a different face of the cube):

Put the title and author name on each face of the cube. Put your name, class period and date on the inside flap of the cube face that opens.
Knowledge (choose 1): 
1. Identify the main character(s) and major idea (or theme) from this novel.

2. Draw the setting in the background and describe it in words.

Comprehension (choose 1): 

3. Summarize the major plot events that occurred in the story.

4. Compare and contrast one of the characters to yourself with a Venn Diagram.
Application (choose 1): 
5. Tell one plot event in the story and change it. Show how that would effect the end of the story.
6. Take your character and insert them into another novel you have read. How would that character react to the characters in that novel? Draw and illustration.
Analysis (choose 1): 
7. Order the events in the book in chronological order on a timeline.
8. Analyze the conflict in this story, and explain what skills the character(s) used or learned that you can also learn to apply in your life.
Synthesis (choose 1):
9. Substitute yourself as one of the characters and tell how you would have handled a specific situation in the book. Give details.
10. Rewrite the ending to be different than the one provided.
Evaluation (choose 1):
11. Your city officials are putting a time capsule together and one book will be included. Persuade the officials to choose your novel.
12. Use a scientific theory or math concept to evaluate an aspect of this story (mileage between places, an event, etc.).
OR

Evaluate a key decision that a character made in the story. Did the character make the right decision? Why or why not?

Inside the box, put: 

· An item that would represent something about the story – include a short explanation of this
· Write your name, class period and date on the inside of the lid
