Use the internet, newspapers, or magazines to find a current science news event.  The dates should be from Aug. 12 – Oct. 12.  Do not use a daily weather report or any other article that is weather related.  It can be related to any physical, earth, or life science topic. 

You need to turn in a copy of the article or the article itself.  Include the source and date, if it is not already on the article that you cut out.  

Write a 3 - 4 paragraph summary about the article in YOUR OWN WORDS.  If you quote anything from the article, be sure to include quote marks and the author. Include  1 paragraph at the end for your opinion about the article and why you think the article is important.

Your summary can be written NEATLY or typed.  Title the summary using the title of the article.  Include the branch of science related to your article under the title.  (Chemistry, Meteorology, Biology, Physics, Medicine, Astronomy etc.)
