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Cobb CVL
The Cobb virtual library is a great resource that you are encouraged to use.    The way to access it at home is different from getting there from school.  Open your agenda to page 19 (first 19) and write down the user name and password for CVL and for the Compton’s Encyclopedia from the white board. 
1. Go to www.cobbk12.org and select the Cobb Virtual Library on the left. Select Middle School.  Select Destiny Library Catalog; select Daniell from the drop down menu.  Notice on this page that you can get to a list of the Georgia Children’s book award winners and the Newbery Award winning books. Right below that Mrs. Harris has links to pictures and clip art images. These sites will be very helpful when we look for images that are not copyrighted.  Select the catalog tab at the top. In the search box type in one of the topics you are interested in and select keyword.  How many books come up for that search? For total titles, look above the first book picture.
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2. CVL World Book Student.   One cool feature of World Book is the citation builder.  Every time you use a resource you must record where you got the information by citing the resource.  You may be surprised to know that just copying the URL is not the best way to cite a source. Open another window in Explorer. Go to my BLOG, use the World Book citation builder to fill in the info requested to cite today’s blog entry - No middle name for me, my first name is Helen.  Once you have it, select create citation.  Copy the APA and the MLA bibliography info they give you and paste it the box below.
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3. Go back to my BLOG and follow the directions for the Google accounts that Mr. Parker has organized for us.  
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
